2009 50" State Judo Association Competition Award Program

The 50" State Judo Association is pleased to again provide a program geared to provide financial assistance to select
members. The Competition Award program was developed to help offset travel expenses for competing members who
plan to compete outside the state of Hawaii during the 2010 calendar year. A candidate may receive only one
Competition Award a year, but may apply for all eligible programs. Each candidate will be required to reapply annually for
each year of eligibility.

Eligible candidates must complete and submit their entry form, post marked no later than March 31, 2010. Award winners
will be notified before April 30, 2010. Applications can be mailed to:

Each Judoka will be required to fulfill the following:

e Must be a member in good standing with the 50" State Judo Association for at least two years.

e Copies of recent report cards.

e A letter of recommendation from a Judo instructor, teacher, counselor, school official, church official, coach or
other adult authority.

e Proof of participation in Judo class, tournament and/or other judo related event.

e List of recent Judo accomplishments including standing in local, regional, national and international competition
between January 1, 2009 and December 31, 2009.

e Completed 50" State Judo Association Competition Award form.

School activities/awards, extra-curricular activities, Judo awards and letters of recommendation or commendation may
also be included.

COMPETITION AWARD PROGRAM

Competition awards will be presented to members who actively participate in competitions available to our Judo
community. This program has been created to encourage our members to compete in local, regional, national and
international Judo events. The recipient of this award will be given financial assistance to help offset travel expenses to
compete in out of state Judo competitions.

Contestants will be judged on participation in club activities, school, and other extra curricular activities. The contestant

must maintain an above average (typically 2.5 or more on a 4.0 grading scale) grade point average. A point system has
been created weighting past participation in tournaments hosted by the 50th State Judo Association. Contestants will be
awarded the following points based on their local 50th State Judo tournament participation from January 1, 2009 through
December 31, 2009:

First Place 13
Second Place 12
Third Place 11
Participated 10

If a local tournament allows the competitors to enter multiple categories, the applicant should list the category that
produced the best results. Shiai points will not be included in the Kata categories and Kata points will not be included in
the Shiai categories.

A total of eight four hundred dollar awards will be awarded. The following competition award categories have been
identified:

Athlete Award (Age 8 — 11) $400

Athlete Award (Age 12 — 15) $400

Athlete Award (Age 16 - 19) $400

Kata Competitor Award $400

For each award category, a male and female member will be selected. The Competition award recipient will be required
to use these funds for Judo Competition travel expenses outside the state of Hawaii during the 2010 calendar year.
